Thank you to our families who have already credited their 
Eduspot account over half-term. This half-term school dinners 
for KS2 (Classes 3 & 4) will be £2.30 per day or £78.20 (34 days) 
for the half-term. This must be paid for via your Eduspot 
account. Please pay in advance either weekly or for the half-
term. If you accrue debt on your account, automated texts will 
be sent until the account is brought into credit. 
Remember- school meals are free for ALL pupils in Classes 1 and 
2. As a small school, we value our families support of school 
meals as it ensures we can maintain the service. 
If you wish to make changes to your child’s regular lunch time 

arrangements, we require two weeks’ notice.
