Light green checked summer dress /
playsuit (optional)

Plain school socks / tights, navy, black or
white

Sensible black or navy school shoes

Friezland white PE t-shirt with school logo
/ plain white t shirt

PE navy blue shorts / skort

Black pumps (for indoor lessons)

Trainers (for outdoor lessons)

Navy blue track suit with school logo /
plain navy blue tracksuit

Swimming (Years 3 & 4)

One-piece swim suit

Swimming trunks / shorts no longer than
mid-thigh

Swimming cap for those with long hair

Green book bag with school logo for Class 1 & 2 pupils (available from school office only)
Refillable water bottle (available from school office)
Friezland navy blue baseball cap with logo (optional)

Long hair should be tied back

Jewellery, make-up or nail polish should not be worn in school
Small studs are allowed for pierced ears and a watch is also permitted. Earrings must be

removed for PE lessons.
No extreme haircuts e.g. shaved patterns
