Eduspot Accounts 
Thank you to everyone for ensuring your Eduspot account is balanced 
prior to the start of term. Please remember that for Frosties and school 
dinners, we operate a ‘pay in advance’ service so please top-up 
accordingly, prior to the service being used. Childcare vouchers can be 
used towards Frosties only. The vouchers can take up to 10-working days 
to show in our account so there will be a delay between you authorising 
them and school crediting your account- please email the school office 
when you make a transfer advising us of the amount and if you would 
like it shared between siblings 50:50 or otherwise.

COVID 19 Updates 
Thank you for continuing to keep school informed regarding 
any COVID 19 related absences. For children who are well, 

remote learning will be put in place by class teachers. 
 

Government Changes & Updates 
Since Wednesday 22 December, the 10-day self-isolation period 
for people who record a positive PCR test result for COVID-19 
has been reduced to 7 days in most circumstances, unless you 
cannot test for any reason. 
Individuals may now take LFD tests on day 6 and day 7 of their 
self-isolation period. Those who receive two negative test 
results are no longer required to complete 10 full days of self-
isolation. The first test must be taken no earlier than day 6 of 
the self-isolation period and tests must be taken 24 hours apart. 
This also applies to children under 5, with LFD testing at 
parental or guardian discretion. If both these test results are 
negative, and you do not have a high temperature, you may end 
your self-isolation after the second negative test result and 
return to your education or childcare setting from day 7. 
Even if someone has tested positive for COVID-19 within the last 
90 days, they are now strongly encouraged to take part in LFD 
testing at home, once they have completed their isolation 
period for their prior infection.
